1. A thought from the Scriptures
The consecration of the Diocesan Cathedral dedicated to the Good Shepherd is a milestone in the history of the Diocese. It signify the coming together of all believers from all Parishes as members of the one flock gathered together by Jesus the Good Shepherd. It reminds us that Christianity is not about following something but following someone who alone can respond to our thirst for life and hunger for freedom from evil. Indeed for those who believe in Jesus there is no more thirst as Jesus promised: “No one who comes to me will ever hunger; no one who believes in me will ever thirst.” (John 6:35). Benedict XVI in many occasions reminded the Church that our faith must be alive, strong and capable to resist the fluidity of society which with its priority given to an absolute relativism makes anything that requires fidelity, stability, life long commitment as something out of fashion and out of time. Bible Society of Uganda is also giving us a limited number of sets of audio version of the New Testament in Ngakarimojong, Luo and English which can be used by prayer groups or similar gatherings. We are working out a way of availing them to those who can use them. It would be a very good thing if parishes hold their own ‘mini’ bible launches’ so that as many as possible get access to the word of God in the context of the year of the Bible (see Bishop’s letter). Needles to say, the most important thing is how to put all these useful tools to good use so that the Word of God which is coming to us in all these forms may truly find a home in us. Let us remind us of our Lord’s words: ‘Human being live not on bread alone but on every word that comes from the mouth of the Lord’ (Mt 4:4 NJB).
